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WEDNESDAY August 19

THURSDAY August 20

year, say a prayer today for all of those who 
have no way of keeping cool. Pray that you 
will be led to be of aid to someone. 
 
FRIDAY August 21 
Say a prayer today for someone special 
who is ill and unable to be out. Pray for 
healing, but also pray for strength through 
the healing process. 
 
SATURDAY August 22 
Pray today for an opportunity to witness for 
the Lord. Of course this chance is always 
with us, but maybe today you can be a 
special person TO a special person. 
 
SUNDAY August 23 
Say a prayer this morning for your S.S. 
Teacher. Pray that the Lord will be present 
in your class and that you will open your 
heart and mind to the words you hear. 
 
MONDAY August 24 
School finally starts today! Don’t forget to 
say a prayer for all who are involved in the 
education of our children. This includes 
each of us - - - - as children learn by  
watching how the grownups talk and act 
and worship.
